STAGE SIX -- KOWLOON RESERVOIRS

Tai Po Road to Shing Mun
4.6 kilometres, 1 1/2 hours, with easy walks

The Route

Stage Six, the shortest section along the Trail, runs through some steep hills
between the Kowioon Reservoirs and Shing IMun Reservoir. Here, in Kam Shan
Country Park (327 hectares), the landscape is much altered by man. The route
begins at the Tal Po Road, then winds emongst the Kowloon Reservoirs and
through nearby hills. Beyond Golden Hill the Trail heads north-west, following
the valley that lies below Smugglers’ Ridge. Farther on, across the ‘idge, Stage
Six descends along a steep path past wartime defences - 1o end at the south
end of Shing Mun Reservoir.

Highlight

The final few kilometres along Smuggler's Ridge pass major wartime ruins —
Gin Drinkers Line and the Shing Mun Redoubt. Built during the 1930s, Gin
Drinkers Line was a string of trenches, pill-boxes and bunkers stretching
across the New Territories. Aiso built then, the massive Shing Mun Redoubt
(or underground fortress) was the strongppint of Gin Drinkers Libe. S
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
